There are many specific fertilizer incompatibilities and
restrictions with most herbicides. Be sure to read the
herbicide label for specific mixing or impregnation instruc-
tions. Compatibility agents are required for many mixes.
A typical compatibility test procedure for mixing herbi-
cides in fluid fertilizers is given on page 4. NOTE:
Compatibility with dry fertilizer is listed here from a label-
ing standpoint. The University of Arkansas only recom-
mends herbicide application on dry fertilizer as a third
alternative to spraying in water or in liquid fertilizer.
